The objective is to make the sockets and the video players easily accessible, while making!
sure they are not visible by customers. The video player may need manual rebooting,!
therefore it should be accessible. This rule applies to all configurations.

If it’s possible, it may be suitable to use a longer cable to position your player in a more!
accessible location.

The video player must be well ventilated and protected form dust, cooking fumes, water or any other substance 
not suitable for electronic devices.
